SD Attorney General Marty Jackley

On September 4, 2009, Marty J. Jackley was sworn in as the 30th Attorney General for South Dakota. He serves as the chief law enforcement officer and legal advisor for the State.  Marty was raised in Sturgis and graduated from the South Dakota School of Mines and Technology in 1992 with his Bachelor of Science degree in Electrical Engineering with Honors. He received his law degree from the University of South Dakota School of Law in 1995.  From 1995-97, Marty served as a law clerk for former Chief Judge Richard H. Battey in federal district court.  Marty joined the Rapid City law firm of Gunderson, Palmer, Nelson, and Ashmore.  As a partner, his practice areas focused on criminal law, civil and business litigation, construction/engineering law and real property disputes.  At that time, he also served as a Special Assistant Attorney General for South Dakota prosecuting controlled substance felonies.  In 2006, Marty was appointed and unanimously confirmed by the US Senate as US Attorney for South Dakota.  During his tenure as US Attorney, the office efficiently prosecuted violent crime, drug trafficking and strengthening public safety and our joint task forces.  Marty was named the South Dakota Prosecutor of the Year in 2008 from the South Dakota State’s Attorneys Association.  As Attorney General, Marty has a proven record of leading an office that protects families and is committed to crime prevention.  South Dakota’s Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force proactively protects children from sexual predators, while South Dakota’s Child Abduction Response Team has received national certification for its ability to respond to a missing child emergency.  The Attorney General’s Office has worked with the Legislature to strengthen the sex offender registry, and to develop a prescription drug monitoring program that emphasizes prevention over prosecution.  South Dakota’s 24/7 Alcohol Sobriety and Monitoring Program has been extended across South Dakota and the nation.  The sobriety program has reduced the likelihood for subsequent alcohol offenses and requires the offenders to pay all of the program costs.   Marty presently serves as President-Elect of the National Association of Attorneys General, and is the former Chair of the Conference of Western Attorneys General.  Marty and his wife Angela live in Pierre with their two children, Michael and Isabella.

Judge Larry Long                   

Larry Long is a lifelong resident of South Dakota.  He grew up in Martin, Bennett County, where his parents operated a newspaper.  He is a 1969 graduate of South Dakota State University and a 1972 graduate of the University of South Dakota Law School.  After a brief period in the U. S. Army, Larry opened a law practice in Martin.  In October, 1973, he was appointed as States Attorney for Bennett County and held that position for nearly 18 years.  During that time he prosecuted 7 murder cases and hundreds of other felonies of all types.  From 1991 thru 2002 Larry served as Chief Deputy to the Attorney General for South Dakota and handled high-profile civil and criminal litigation.  His civil trials covered such diverse topics as excise taxes, K-12 school funding, conflicts of interest, appointment of judges, the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act, livestock price reporting, and the sale of the South Dakota State Cement Plant.  He also led the trial team which prosecuted a serial killer and was recognized as the Region II Trial lawyer of the Year in 1999 by the National Association of Government Attorneys in Capital Litigation.  Larry was elected South Dakota Attorney General in the fall of 2002 and re-elected in 2006.  Larry created the Open Government Task Force, a volunteer group of government officials, media and private industry representatives pledged to seek consensus solutions to problems of public access to government records.  Because of the Task Force successes Larry received the 2004 Eagle Award from the South Dakota Newspaper Association.  Larry also created a state-wide Cold Case Investigation Unit, and secured funding to equip every law enforcement patrol car in South Dakota with a video/audio camera.  He then established the 24/7 Sobriety Project, whereby chronic drunk drivers, and other alcohol impaired defendants, are ordered to abstain from alcohol and tested twice daily to assure their compliance.  This program keeps these defendants alcohol free, and at the same time allows them to be released into the community.  Larry’s 24/7 Sobriety Project has been recognized by the Council of State Governments with one of their 2008 Innovations Awards; by the Institute for Behavior and Health, Inc. with their 2009 John P. McGovern Award; and by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration with one of their 2010 Lifesavers Awards.   The Justice Management Institute recognized the 24/7 Sobriety Project with their Innovation and Improvement Award in 2013.  In July 2009 Larry was appointed Circuit Judge in the Second Judicial Circuit of South Dakota, comprising Minnehaha and Lincoln Counties, and currently serves in that capacity.  Larry was appointed Presiding Judge of the Circuit in 2012.  He and his wife, Jan, have two grown children and two grandchildren.  

Moderator:  Bill Mickelson 
Bill Mickelson has had a lengthy and marked career in law enforcement.  In 1971 he joined the Minnehaha County (SD) Sheriff's Office and served for three years as a deputy sheriff.  He was then appointed to the South Dakota Highway Patrol.  Mr. Mickelson rose through the ranks, ultimately serving as the Assistant to the Superintendent until his retirement in June of 2001.   Mr. Mickelson was the special projects manager and legislative liaison.  He also administered the planning and research section for the highway patrol.  In June 2001, then SD Governor Bill Janklow appointed Mr. Mickelson to develop and command a computer crimes unit for South Dakota.  Commander Mickelson and his ICAC unit received national recognition in 2003 from the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children and Bill Gates of Microsoft for operating one of the top computer crimes units in the United States.   In 2004, Attorney General Larry Long asked Mr. Mickelson to serve by appointment as an Assistant Attorney General and Special Agent for the Division of Criminal Investigation.  In that capacity, Mr. Mickelson managed several government projects.  Most notably, Special Agent Mickelson assisted Attorney General Long in the development, implementation, and direction of the award-winning South Dakota 24/7 Sobriety Program.  Mr. Mickelson retired from government service in July of 2008.  In 2009, the Institute for Behavior and Health recognized Attorney General Long and Mr. Mickelson’s efforts with the 24/7 Sobriety Project and awarded them the prestigious John P. McGovern Award.  Mr. Mickelson currently serves as the President and CEO of Mickelson Consulting Group LLC and works with Intoximeters, Inc. and the RAND Corporation.  Mr. Mickelson directly assists states and jurisdictions around the country and abroad develop and direct their own 24/7 programs.

Steve Bullock, Montana's former attorney general, was elected Montana's 24th governor on November 6, 2012. Bullock, 48, served as Montana attorney general from January of 2009 through 2012. He pioneered the successful Montana 24/7 Sobriety Program, which holds repeat drunken drivers accountable by allowing judges to order offenders to take twice-daily breath tests or wear alcohol-monitoring bracelets. Bullock worked with Democrats and Republicans in the 2011 Legislature to expand the program statewide. To date, more than 115,000 tests have been administered with a 99.7 percent success rate. The program is paid for by the offenders. Bullock also worked to curb prescription drug abuse, cited in more Montana deaths than heroin, cocaine and methamphetamine combined. He has dispersed dozens of grants to local communities to build permanent prescription drug drop boxes. In the 2011 Legislature, Bullock spearheaded the successful effort to pass a bill creating a prescription drug monitoring program, joining more than 40 other states that already operate such programs. The registry went online this fall. A father of three young children, Bullock also made the safety of Montana's kids a top priority. He more than doubled the number of statewide law enforcement officers patrolling the Internet, improved the Montana Sexual or Violent Offender Registry and hired a prosecutor focused solely on child sex abuse cases. Bullock was born in Missoula and raised in Helena. He attended public schools in Helena and graduated from Helena High School in 1984. He received his undergraduate degree from Claremont McKenna College and his law degree with honors from Columbia University Law School in New York. Bullock began his career in public service in 1996 as chief legal counsel to the Montana Secretary of State, before moving to the Montana Department of Justice. As an assistant attorney general, Bullock wrote the opinion that guaranteed public access to Montana's publicly owned streams and rivers. Bullock and his wife Lisa have three children: Caroline, Alexandria and Cameron. He enjoys hiking with his family and trying to keep up with his kids.

Attorney General Tim Fox

Tim Fox is originally from Hardin, Montana. He holds a Bachelor of Science degree in geology and a Juris Doctorate from the University of Montana. Attorney General Fox has more than 28 years of public and private law experience in Montana. He has served as a partner at Montana’s oldest law firm – Gough, Shanahan, Johnson and Waterman PLLP, a contract public defender for the City of Billings, vice president and legal counsel for Mountain West Bank, a Special Assistant Attorney General and Division Administrator with the Montana Department of Environmental Quality, an attorney for the Montana Board of Oil and Gas Conservation, and a law clerk to Montana Supreme Court Justice L.C. Gilbrandson.

Thomas J. Butler
Tom is a Montana Native and received his Bachelor of Science degree in 1991 from Montana State University in Bozeman.    He was sworn in on February 10, 1992, and his initial station assignment was Lincoln.  He was promoted to Sergeant in June 2001 and served as Detachment Commander in Butte and later in Three Forks.  Tom was promoted to Captain in January 2006 and he became the District Commander in Bozeman.  Tom was promoted to Major in May 2009 and assumed the Operations Commander position at Headquarters.  It was during his tenure as Operations Commander that Montana started a 24-7 Pilot Program in Helena.  Tom was involved in all aspects of the pilot project, including program rules, data management development, equipment and logistical issues.  He also assisted in the drafting of legislation for the 2011 Legislative Session to allow for statewide implementation of the program.  Tom assisted in the 2013 Legislative Session where the program was expanded to allow for other crimes where alcohol was a nexus to utilize the 24-7 Sobriety Program.   Tom was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant Colonel on January 12, 2013.  Tom became the Chief of the Patrol when he was promoted to the rank of Colonel on September 30, 2013. He continues to work on the 24-7 Sobriety Program in Montana and has testified or presented in several states regarding the effectiveness of Montana’s program.  Tom is the Chairman of the Attorney Generals 24-7 Sobriety Advisory Council.  He lives in Deer Lodge with his wife Gayle.

Dr. Beau Kilmer
Beau Kilmer is a senior policy researcher at the RAND Corporation, where he codirects the RAND Drug Policy Research Center. He is also a professor at the Pardee RAND Graduate School. His research lies at the intersection of public health and public safety, with a special emphasis on substance use, illicit markets, crime, and public policy. Some of his current projects include estimating the size of illegal drug markets; assessing the consequences of alternative marijuana policies; measuring the effect of South Dakota's 24/7 Sobriety Program on drunk driving, domestic violence, and mortality; and evaluating other innovative programs intended to reduce crime and violence. Kilmer's research has appeared in leading journals such as Addiction, American Journal of Public Health, Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, and his commentaries have been published by CNN, Los Angeles Times, New York Times, San Francisco Chronicle, Wall Street Journal, USA Today, and other outlets. His co-authored book on marijuana legalization (with Jonathan Caulkins, Angela Hawken, and Mark Kleiman) was published by Oxford University Press and the second edition will be released in 2016. Before earning his doctorate at Harvard University, Kilmer received a Judicial Administration Fellowship that supported his work with the San Francisco Drug Court.

Dr. Keith Humphreys

Keith Humphreys is a Professor and the Section Director for Mental Health Policy in the Department of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences at Stanford University.  He is also a Senior Research Career Scientist at the VA Health Services Research Center in Palo Alto and an Honorary Professor of Psychiatry at the Institute of Psychiatry, King's College,  London.  His research addresses the prevention and treatment of addictive disorders, the formation of public policy and the extent to which subjects in medical research differ from patients seen in everyday clinical practice.  For his work in the multinational humanitarian effort to rebuild the psychiatric care system of Iraq and in the national redesign of the VA health system's mental health services for Iraq war veterans, he won the 2009 American Psychological Association Award for Distinguished Contribution to the Public Interest.  He and the authors of "Drug Policy and the Public Good" won the 2010 British Medical Association's Award for Public Health Book of the Year.  Dr. Humphreys has been extensively involved in the formation of public policy, having served as a member of the White House Commission on Drug Free Communities, the VA National Mental Health Task Force, and the National Advisory Council of the U.S. Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration.  During the Obama Administration, he spent a sabbatical year as Senior Policy Advisor at the White House Office of National Drug Control Policy.  Dr. Humphreys has testified on numerous occasions in Parliament and advises multiple government agencies in the U.K.  He was centrally involved in the passage of the UK law allowing 24/7 to be tried by British courts and is currently working with the London Mayor's Office on Crime and Policing on the first pilot of the program.

Synopsis: After 12 years suffering with the disease of alcohol addiction and accumulating 5 DUI's, the 24/7 Program was instrumental in saving Mr. Whitesock's life. Mr. Whitesock will talk about how the program helped establish discipline and routine in his life, which led to exploring all other facets of the disease that had kept him sick for more than a decade. He'll further discuss his experience of being on the program for a total of 947 days and how that both helped him survive, but also limited his ability to own the recovery process.

David Whitesock
David Whitesock is a survivor of the disease of addiction, which has been in remission since 2005.  Whitesock is a veteran broadcaster and journalist. While at Leighton Broadcasting in Grand Forks, ND, he was a talk show host, play-by-play announcer and executive producer. As host of a daily current events talk show, Whitesock led discussion on the community’s most vital issues with business and civic leaders, and with local, state and federal politicians and policy makers.  In 2009, Whitesock earned a bachelor’s degree in history at The University of South Dakota (USD). While at USD, he advocated for greater awareness of addiction and mental health issues on campus and in the South Dakota criminal justice system. He engaged judges, attorneys, law enforcement officials and addiction experts on the benefits and problems with South Dakota’s 24/7 Sobriety Program, of which he was a former participant. Also, during this time, Whitesock took part in the town hall process that would lead to the creation of Face It TOGETHER Sioux Falls.  Whitesock continued his advocacy for addiction and mental health issues while a law student at USD, helping establish a student-driven mental health initiative that continues to this day. He earned a joint juris doctor and master’s degree in history in 2012. And, in August 2013 was sworn-in as an attorney in South Dakota.  Whitesock joined the national Face It TOGETHER organization in late 2012. As Addiction Informatics Officer for Face It TOGETHER, he leads the development and operation of the organization's evaluation, data analytics, and population health strategies. Also, he is highly involved in establishing partnerships with integrated health care systems.  In addition to his work at Face It TOGETHER, Whitesock serves as an adjunct professor at USD, teaching courses in journalism and history. He also speaks to civic organizations, government agencies and schools about his experience with the disease of addiction and his continued recovery; including a TEDxSiouxFalls Talk in 2014.  Most recently, Whitesock was honored with a Bush Foundation Fellowship. As a Bush Fellow, he will have the opportunity to explore and advance his knowledge and skills in executive leadership, public speaking, and measuring social impact.  Whitesock lives in Vermillion, S.D., with his wife, Marie-Elaine and their beagle, Jefferson.

Carmen Gutierrez 
During her 35-year legal career as a criminal defense attorney and policy maker in Alaska, Ms. Gutierrez has brought about significant criminal justice reforms that promote public safety, achieve just outcomes, and provide the framework for at-risk individuals to return as constructive members of society.  From 2009 to through 2013, Ms. Gutierrez served as Deputy Commissioner of the Alaska Department of Corrections. She worked to improve inmate rehabilitative programs and started the department’s prisoner reentry initiative. In this capacity, she drafted Alaska’s Five-Year Strategic Prisoner Reentry Plan, the PACE Benchbook for the Alaska Court System, educated stakeholders and achieved consensus to implement Alaska’s Probation Accountability with Certain Enforcement (PACE) based on Judge Alm’s HOPE model. Under her leadership, Alaska has successfully implemented the PACE model in several courts around the state.  Based upon the early successes of that model and her ability to advocate to state lawmakers, in 2014 the Alaska Legislature passed a bill expanding the PACE model statewide to include the Alaska Parole Board system. That same bill required the Department of Health and Social Services to implement Sobriety 24/7 around the state. Most recently, Ms. Gutierrez authored the 2015 Alaska Recidivism Reduction Plan for the Alaska State Legislature.   As a criminal defense attorney, Ms. Gutierrez successfully represented numerous defendants in high profile cases throughout the state of Alaska. Her commitment to the judicial process and her ability to effectively communicate to both judges and juries resulted in numerous positive outcomes for her clients.

Judge Steven Alm

Steven S. Alm was sworn in as a First Circuit judge on May 14, 2001 and has been assigned to the criminal division ever since. Judge Alm is the creator of the Hawaii's Opportunity Probation with Enforcement program, or HOPE Probation. This successful program, the first of its kind in the nation, imposes proportionate jail time swiftly and with certainty as a sanction for a positive drug test or other probation violations. An independent study of offenders in HOPE - the majority of whom are felony drug offenders at high risk of recidivism - showed that HOPE probationers did far better than members of a control group in regular probation.   Judge Alm also presided over the First Circuit's Drug Court program from March 2011-September 2014.  He oversaw it's shift from a primarily lower-risk pretrial population to a higher-risk probation population.  He chairs the Corrections Population Management Commission and is a co-chair of the Interagency Council on Intermediate Sanctions. He was named the 2010 Jurist of the Year by Hawaii Supreme Court Chief Justice Mark Recktenwald. Prior to his judicial appointment, Judge Alm served as the United States Attorney for the District of Hawai`i from 1994 until 2001. From 1985 to 1994, Judge Alm served as Deputy Prosecuting Attorney for the City and County of Honolulu. During that time, he served as a Felony Team Supervisor and as Director of the District and Family Court division and personally handled complex homicide cases. Judge Alm received his law degree from the University of the Pacific's McGeorge School of Law and his Master's degree in Education from the University of Oregon.

Roland Loudenburg

Roland Loudenburg has 30 years of experience in research and evaluation of criminal justice, human service and substance abuse related programs at the local, state, and national level.  Mr. Loudenburg and colleagues at Mountain Plains Evaluation, LLC have served as the evaluator and data analyst for many projects on topics that include reducing DUI recidivism, drug courts, methamphetamine treatment, and mental health services and outcomes. Mr. Loudenburg was the lead researcher and author on the original 24/7 Sobriety Program Evaluation findings report and continues to evaluate the program outcomes and results.  Mr. Loudenburg holds a Masters in Public Health from the University of Michigan School of Public Health and an Educational Specialist in Research and Statistics in Educational Psychology from the University of South Dakota. Mr. Loudenburg serves as an adjunct faculty member for the University of South Dakota and Montana State Billings. Mr. Loudenburg has served on many state, regional, and national panels and workgroups and has authored peer reviewed journals.

Art Mabry Coordinator South Dakota 24/7 Sobriety Program SD Criminal Investigations Division SD Attorney General’s Office

Art began his law enforcement career with the Fairfax County (VA) Police Department, a suburb of Washington, D.C., in 1973.  In addition to starting as a Patrol Officer, Art was a Detective, Patrol Supervisor, K-9 Supervisor, Internal Affairs Commander, District Station Commander, Major Crimes Commander and Patrol Bureau Commander.  He retired from Fairfax County after 25 years at the rank of Major.  Art was selected as the Police Chief in Olathe, Kansas, a suburb of Kansas City, in 1999.  In 2003 he was selected as the Police Chief of Vermillion, South Dakota (home of the University of South Dakota) where he served until 2011.  During his tenure in Vermillion the department was one of two departments in the state to be recognized by The Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement (CALEA).  Art also served two terms as the President of the South Dakota Police Chiefs Association.  In January 2011, Art was appointed by the South Dakota Attorney General as the Coordinator of the state’s 24/7 Sobriety Program.  He holds a Bachelor of Science Degree in the Administration of Justice from The American University (Washington, D.C.) and is a graduate of the FBI National Academy.

Since 2005, Paul Bachand has been engaged in the private practice of law and appointed as a Special Assistant Attorney General to act as the Traffic Safety Resource Prosecutor for South Dakota. He began his legal career working as a Deputy State’s Attorney in 1992.  Bachand has been involved with the implementation of the South Dakota 24/7 Sobriety Program virtually since its inception.  He has been involved with the drafting of legislation and administrative rules.  He has appeared before the interim rules review committee on the original 24/7 Sobriety Program Rules and subsequent revisions.  He has made numerous presentations regarding the program across the United States. Attorney General Wayne Stenehjem was born in Mohall, North Dakota.  He graduated from the University of North Dakota and received his law degree from the UND School of Law in 1977.  He is married to Beth Bakke Stenehjem and has a son, Andrew.  Stenehjem was elected to the North Dakota House of Representatives in 1976, serving for two terms until his election to the ND Senate in 1980.  He served for twenty years in the Senate until his election to the Office of Attorney General. Stenehjem served on the Judiciary Committee throughout his tenure in the Legislature, and was Chairman of the Senate Judiciary Committee from 1995-2000. He was elected President Pro Tempore of the Senate for the 1999 Legislative Session. In January 2001, Stenehjem was sworn in as the State’s 29th Attorney General. He was reelected in 2004, 2006, 2010, and 2014.  Since taking office Wayne established a sobriety pilot program to keep repeat drunk drivers from drinking and driving. Under the 24/7 Sobriety program, repeat DUI offenders in the program area are ordered to complete breath alcohol.  Attorney General Stenehjem is a member of numerous boards and commissions, including the Board of University and School Lands, Industrial Commission (which oversees all state-owned industries including the Bank of North Dakota and the State Mill and Elevator), Drug and Alcohol Commission (chair), Judicial Council and Pardon Advisory Board.  He was named one of Ten Outstanding Legislators in the US by the Association of Government Employees, and is the recipient of “Champion of the People’s Right to Know” award; SBAND Legislative Service Award; “Friend of Psychology” award; the 2005 North Dakota Peace Officer’s Association’s Lone Eagle Award, was inducted into the Scandinavian American Hall of Fame in 2007, and was named the 2011 Bismarck State College Alumnus of the Year. An Eagle Scout since 1968, Stenehjem was honored with the Distinguished Eagle Scout Award in 2013.

Presenter:  Jim Seward (representing the Governor of South Dakota and the Department of Corrections)
 Jim Seward was appointed General Counsel for South Dakota by Governor Daugaard in 2010. Jim is also a member of the Governor's team-based management structure, the Governor's Executive Committee. A former active duty soldier, JAG officer, elected official, prosecutor, and owner of a general practice law firm, Jim has lived and worked across South Dakota and around the world. While obtaining his undergraduate degree at the University of South Dakota and achieving a Phi Beta Kappa selection, Jim was also elected to the Vermillion City Council. During law school, Jim accepted an appointment to complete a vacated term as well. He later completed over five years as the elected prosecutor and chief legal counsel for Butte County South Dakota.  Jim’s sense of justice was significantly affected by his time patrolling the German border as an M1 tank driver and gunner near the end of the Cold War. Following his active service and Juris Doctorate degree, Jim received a direct commission to become a JAG officer with the U.S. Army and South Dakota National Guard. Jim’s unit was deployed to Afghanistan for a one year tour; May 2004-May 2005. After flying legal missions across this vast land and prosecuting Courts Martial cases in the desert for the United States Government as Trial Counsel of a 2000 person task force, Jim returned home to South Dakota to resume his duties as Butte County State's Attorney. He was awarded the Bronze Star in recognition of meritorious service in Operation Enduring Freedom V. Jim is a graduate of the U.S. Army's Command and General Staff College, 12 month masters level, Intermediate Level Education Course. Now a Lt. Colonel, he continues to serve his state and nation in the National Guard.  In addition to his normal Executive Committee and General Counsel duties, Governor Daugaard asked Jim to serve as Chair of the 2012 Governor's workgroup that led to the 2013 South Dakota Public Safety Improvement Act and the 2014 Juvenile Justice Reinvestment Initiative workgroup. He now serves as Chair of the statutorily created Oversight Council obligated to ensure proper implementation of the adult reforms and measure performance and outcomes. Jim serves on the state's Judicial Qualification Commission.
